• Snack food: NO peanut products 

• Money for one lunch downtown & CIY Store ($40-50) 

• Be where you’re supposed to be and be on time. 

• Travel in groups of two or more around campus at all times. 

• Small groups can go off-campus during free time only with a lead- 

er. 

• Lost keys and swipe cards are $35 each to be paid by student. 

• Obey campus boundaries as explained upon arrival at UNL. 

• No one in dorms or room areas of opposite sex. ZERO TOLER- 

ANCE. 

• No threats, fighting, or violence 

• No drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or weapons 

• No skateboards, scooters, etc. 

• No electric scooter rentals at anytime.
